380 - Parks & Recreation Fiscal Year 2016-2017 Request  $1, 179,392

Megan O' Connor,  Parks  &  Recreation Chairman and Eileen Earle,  Director of

Parks &  Recreation presented the Fiscal Year 2016-2017 budget request in the

amount of $ 1 , 179,392.    They requested two full-time employees and noted an
increase to the part-time salary accounts and programs to reflect the increase in
minimum wage.   They also noted the salary for the Teen Center had been added
to their budget. They requested funding to renovate the locker rooms in the CJH
Municipal Center and install a turf field at the Bethel High School Stadium.

435 — Library Fiscal Year 2016-2017 Request 850,503

Ted Stevenson,  Chairman of the Library Board of Directors and Lynn Rosato,
Librarian presented the Fiscal Year 2016-2017 budget request in the amount of



850,503.  They requested an increase in salary to the Network Administrator and
part time library assistant positions.   They also requested two more self-checkout
systems; this will help with staffing needs and assist the public in checking out.
