Whittlesey Drive He met recently with CLP representatives and they are currently
investigating the history of project and will report back with the findings

New Business

1 Consideration of recommendation from Energy Outreach

James Daylor from Ameresco presented the Board of Selectmen an overview of their company

and the services they will look to provide to Bethel with their energy performance

Mr Daylor explained that in part their services will include an investment grade audit the

development of an energy plan with the design preliminary findings that are shaped into an

energy project implementation and construction an Energy Service Agreement and a

Performance Period He noted that the investment grade audit would take 6090 days The

company essentially reviews every aspect of our energy usage utilities including water etc in

town and school buildings and prepares a summary of what can be improved andor replaced
with energy saving equipment The costs of the replaced items are paid through the energy

savings Once the audit is complete then the town can decide which projects they would like to

do that would receive the most return for their investment Ameresco has the staff expertise
to perform all aspects of the program They will also look at a microgrid system in the

educational complex Town Counsel Martin Lawlor will work with Ameresco on the contracts A

Special Town Meeting will be required

First Selectman Knickerbocker made a motion which was seconded by Selectman Straiton to

award the contract for the Energy Performance Contract to Amaresco as recommended by the

Energy Conservation Committee upon review of all contracts by Town Counsel Vote all in

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2 Consideration of Holdsworth LLC Retainer Agreement

Holdsworth LLC is a company that specializes in analyzing fire equipmentapparatus needs to

meet current and future requirements for towns they review all records projects etc in order
to prepare a summation which will better assist the town to determine the types and frequency
of replacement of equipment and apparatus The cost is7344

WHEREAS all persons are afforded a right to full and equal housing opportunities in the

neighborhood of their choice and

WHEREAS Federal fair housing laws require that all individuals regardless of race color
religion sex handicap familial status or national origin be given equal access to all housing
related opportunities including rental and homeownership opportunities and be allowed to

make free choices regarding housing location and

WHEREAS Connecticut fair housing laws require that all individuals regardless of race creed
color national origin ancestry sex marital status age lawful source of income familial status

learning disability physical or mental disability sexual orientation be given equal access to all

housingrelated opportunities including rental and home ownership opportunities and be

allowed to make free choices regarding housing location and

WHEREAS the Town of Bethel is committed to upholding these laws and realizes that these

laws must be supplemented by an Affirmative Statement publicly endorsing the right of all

people to full and equal housing opportunities in the neighborhood of their choice

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED That the Town of Bethel hereby endorses a Fair Housing
Policy to ensure equal opportunity for all persons to rent purchase and obtain financing and

enjoy atl other housingrelated services of their choice onanondiscriminatory basis as provided
by state and federal law and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED That the chief executive officer of the Town of Bethel or hisher
designated representative is responsible for responding to and assisting any person who alleges
to be the victim of an illegal discriminatory housing practice in the Town of Bethel and for

advising such person of the right to file a complaint with the State of Connecticut Commission on
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Human Rights and Opportunities CHRO or the U S Department of Housing and Urban

Development HUD or to seek assistance from the CT Fair Housing Center legal services or

other fair housing organizations to protect his or her right to equal housing opportunities
