give an estimate also It was agreed to get the estimates At the end of the week there

should also be another estimate for the roof

1 Blackboards There was discussion about covering the blackboards with plexiglass
to preserve the writing

2 Repair Sidewalls Ed Rockwell reported that the boards are at least two different

sizes of wainscoting He recommends replacing all of it There isntenough wood there

to repairreplace all of it Roy Staib spoke against replacing but instead trying to keep

as much of the original as possible Charles Steck suggested replacing with new

chestnut Charles Hurd suggested taking a piece to a local mill and having the necessary



amount custom cut to fit He would look into the cost or the possibility of a donation

There was no objection to his suggestion

3 Replace the ceiling There was discussion about leaving the sag in the ceiling or

fixing it There will be difficulty in leveling the ceiling Would it be better to take it

down completely or push it up and tie it Ed Rockwell and Charlie Steck will get

estimates on the work

4 Work Party Subcommittee Roy Staib suggested a subcommittee to raise funds A

total of only 46700 was raised even after the two very good articles in the local

newspapers

A motion was made by Charles Hurd seconded by Ed Rockwell to name Charles Steck

as the chairman of the FundraisingDonation Subcommittee As chairman he would

select his committee members not necessarily commissioners to assist in raising funds

The committee members would not have the membership rights of the commissioners

The motion passed unanimously

Charles Steck suggested that Warren Lafferty since he attended the school for seven

years be asked to seek out photos of students and school events Ed Rockwell thought a

list of attendees should be contacted for photos He also has about2000 Christmas cards

from students saved by Anna Rockwell



Charles Steck spoke about ridding the joists of beetles by using gas bombs The

Roy Staib spoke about the Plumtrees School Association and quoted these items from the

minutes October 1968 a vote was taken to disband the Association December 1968 it

was voted to allow the Library Board of Trustees to choose the scholarship winner

March 1969 The Library Board of Trustees voted to award a 250 scholarship June

19685000 was turned over to the Library
