Chairman Beeble called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM

Citizen Input: Chairman Beeble opened the meeting for Citizen Input and John Ofiero presented a letter
from Karen Springer and requesting that she be assigned to unit 65 once it is vacated. The Commission
agreed that once it was ready she would be assigned the unit and that she was responsible for her own
relocation costs. Len Newby wanted to know how long it would take to get a response from the Board
about a concern that was presented and he was advised a response would be given in 30 days, however
that does not mean the issue would be resolved by that time, as some things shall require seeking
outside answers or the Board may require additional input and feedback. Sue Alling, requested the
extra bags and other items to be given by the Council to welcome new residents into the complex and
she also requested some money to host a meet and greet with new residents. The Chairman advised
that they could use the funding they have received and provide proper receipts to get their funds
replenished.

Phineas Park — Mark Nolan reported that he is still awaiting approval for the parking lot. Presently
interviewing for the vacant unit and all in all things are moving along smoothly.

Motion to accept the Minutes of July 8, 2014 was made by Commissioner Slifkin and seconded by
Commissioner Walsh. Motion carried.

Motion by Commissioner Walsh to pay the bills of August 13, 2014 and seconded by Commissioner
Slifkin. Motion carried

The ED reported that she meet with the Town’s Economic Development Director and their Consultant
Larry Wagner to discuss the upcoming funding round for the Small Cities Community Development Block
Grant Program and in order to be considered we must have a ready project. On the agenda this evening
is a request to conduct a Phase | Environmental Study, which a requirement for application submission.
We must identify our development team and we can learn a great deal more about the process when



we attend the Housing Academy in the fall. The ED requested that the waiting list remain open as we
received only 25 applications for project 133 and 24 for 166. Everyone agreed that it should be done.
Presently we have two un-assigned units and received notification that two additional units will be
vacated at 166 by the close of the month. We have exhausted the old waiting list and are now using
those of our recent applicants. We are finding that many on the list are not yet ready to move in and are
requesting that they remain on the list. September 3, 2014 the Energy Assistance Program will be on site
to help residents apply for the program. The Fee Accountant has completed all of the journal entries and
everything is up to date and all required reporting is complete.

Motion to accept the Treasurer’s report was made by Commissioner Slifkin and seconded by
Commissioner Walsh. Motion Carried.

Old Business

Commissioner Slifkin has been working on the spec package and received the information about
insurance requirements that she will put into the package before it goes out.

New Business

Motion to Amend Contract with Wood Works Construction for the Rehab of unit 33 was made by
Commissioner Walsh and seconded by Commissioner Slifkin. Motion Carried

Authorization motion was made by Commissioner Slifkin and seconded by Commissioner Walsh that
Reasonable Accommodation request be granted for the bathroom upgrades and the handicapped ramp.
Motion Carried

Motion to make Periodical Payment # 1 to Wood Works Construction for the rehab of units 26 and for
stored materials was made by Commissioner Walsh and seconded by Commissioner Slifkin. Motion
Carried

Authorization motion made by Commissioner Slifkin and was seconded by Commissioner Walsh that the
Phase | Environmental Contract is awarded to Chester Environmental Associates. Motion Carried

Motion to adopt a resolution to amend the contract with Bethel Visiting Nurses was made by
Commissioner Walsh and seconded by Commissioner Slifkin. Motion Carried

Motion to adjourn was made by Commissioner Walsh and Seconded by Commissioner Slifkin.
