The work includes the removal of the existing stone masonry culvert, installation of a precast concrete box culvert and wing walls,
along with new drainage and pavement.

DOT Project No. 0009-0094 was awarded to Waters Construction Company from Bridgeport, CT at a cost of $ 772,766.00 on
April 2, 2013 and is scheduled to be completed in November 2014. The project is being administered by the Department of
Transportation Office of Construction, District 4 in Thomaston.
